Rent, utilities help available to Missouri tenants 
 

Low-income tenants in Missouri who have been strug-
gling financially due to the pandemic may be eligible 
for federal assistance with past-due rent and utilities.  
The State Assistance for Housing Relief Program pro-
vides help for eligible Missouri residents affected by 
the pandemic.  The Missouri Housing Development 
Commission administers the program to help tenants 
with utilities, past-due rent and/or future rent.  Catho-
lic Charities of Southern Missouri is a partner organi-
zation.  
 

Due to federal requirements, certain eligibility docu-
ments must  be provided.  The typical application pro-
cess takes 3-4 weeks.  People needing help can apply 
online at www.mohousingresources.com or by phone 
at 833-541-1599.  For more information about the ap-
plication process, call 417-624-3790.
